Woman: You might be used to hearing about the
atmosphere of Earth, but the Sun has an atmosphere,
too— like Earth, the Sun is covered in gases. And the
part of the Sun’s atmosphere that's farthest from
the Sun’s surface is called the corona. The corona
has some qualities that have interested and puzzled
astronomers for a long time.

For one thing, the corona is incredibly hot—hundreds
of times hotter than the surface of the Sun. Why
does this puzzle astronomers? Well, remember,
the corona is the part of the atmosphere that's the
farthest from the Sun’s surface. Think about it... if
you were sitting near a fire in a fireplace, you would
feel warm—maybe even hot, right? Now, imagine if
you moved away from the fire—you'd expect to feel
cooler. So why is the corona—the outermost layer
of the Sun’s atmosphere—actually hotter than the
Sun’s surface, not cooler?

Here's one idea scientists have: a space mission
discovered that bundles of extremely hot material—
what they call “heat bombs”"—move out from the
Sun to the corona. When the heat bombs reach the
corona, they explode and release heat. This idea is
just one possible reason why the corona’s so hot—
scientists aren’t certain whether there are other
possible explanations.

There's something else scientists wonder about
the corona. Think about that fireplace again. When
a fire gets bigger, it gets hotter—and brighter, too...
if there’s more fire, there’s more light. But despite
the corona’s high temperature, it's not as bright as
scientists would think. It's pretty dim—even dimmer
than the Moon. The corona is hard to see because it's

so dim compared to the Sun'’s surface.
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Scientists think this is probably because the corona
isn't very dense—that means its gas particles are
spread out. Because the particles aren't close
together, the corona doesn't give off a lot of light.

This can make it hard to observe the corona without
special equipment. We can see it best during an
eclipse, when the Moon comes between Earth and
the Sun. During a total eclipse, the Moon blocks the
Sun from our view—only the corona is visible, around
the Sun’s edges. At that time astronomers can easily
observethe corona.lt's clearthat sometimesitbulges
out in certain spots, then gets smaller. Sometimes it
flares way out far into the solar system. Scientists
continue to study the Sun's corona and hope to find

answers to some of their questions.
